
This is an advanced placement course designed to prepare you for the AP Chemistry exam.  The course covers the equivalent of one full year of college General Chemistry.  The course is a rigorous math-based course with a strong laboratory component.  It is intended for students who have demonstrated an interest in chemistry and a willingness to commit considerable time to studying and completing assignments outside of class.  This is a college level class with college level expectations for behavior, participation, and effort.

Materials needed for the class are: a 3-ring binder for class, 2 composition notebooks, reference table, pens, pencils, a calculator.

Grades will be based on:

	Tests
	60%
	Will be given at the end of each topic/chapter.  They will have the same format as the AP exam – 45% multiple choice and 55% free response questions.

	Quizzes
	20%
	Will be given at least once a week.

	Lab Reports
	15%
	Will be written in a composition notebook to be handed in the day after the lab.  Your notebook may be necessary as support toward attaining college credit.

	Homework
	5%
	Will be assigned weekly.  It may NOT be handed in late and will be checked on a regular basis.  It is expected that you devote at least one hour per day for AP chemistry outside of class.


All work missed while absent must be made up within a week of getting back to school.


Class Participation is an important part of your success.  Your effort is a necessity.  You must take responsibility for your learning and for seeking help when it is needed.
